CT scan blood tests

If you are having a CT scan done, in some cases you may be asked to have a special type of blood test done in advance – called a “renal profile blood tests”. 

If you have had a renal profile blood test taken in the last four months please contact the CT secretary at ctappointments@mater.ie or (01) 8034213, as you may not need to have another blood test taken. 

It is important that this blood result is sent via email (scan the result document) or faxed to the CT Secretary in advance of your appointment.

Fasting is not required for this blood test.  
Important to note:

If you do not have your blood test done, your CT scan appointment will be cancelled and you will be put back on the waiting list.

You can have this blood test done locally with your GP at least 1 week before the CT scan appointment. We must have the blood results 1 week before carrying out your examination.

Please have your doctor scan e-mail or fax your results to the contact details above.

You can contact the blood testing department in the Mater Misericordiae University Hospital by logging onto www.mater.ie and book your blood test online or at 01 2910181 to make an appointment for your Renal Profile blood test.

This blood test needs to be taken at least two days prior to your CT scan appointment.

Please note the blood testing department is located in the New Whitty Building on Level 1. The best entrance to use is the North Circular Road. Take the lift or stairs up to Level 1.
