Preparing for your CT coronary angiography

What is Coronary CT Angiography (CTA)?

Coronary CTA is a scan of the heart which non-invasively demonstrates the coronary arteries and any associated abnormalities (as distinct from conventional catheter invasive angiography).

Is there any preparation for this scan?

You do not need to fast, however you should avoid drinking caffeine and smoking from midnight prior to the scan.

If on medication you should take your tablets as normal.

This scan should not be performed in pregnancy except select circumstances. Women of child-bearing age should have this scan performed within 10 days of commencement of their menstrual cycle.

How long will I be in the X-Ray Department?

You will be in the department for approximately 2 hours.

Can I return to normal activities after the scan?

You maybe required to stay in the Radiology Department for approximately 30minutes after the scan.
